
GRINDLETON RECREATION GROUND CHARITY: 100 CLUB. 
 

 
The 100 Club is a fundraising project run by the Grindleton Recreation 
Ground Charity. It is a subscription club limited to 100 members, and where 
paid-up members are included in draws for cash prizes. There is an annual 
draw and a series of monthly draws.  
 
The annual draw, which is held in November, is for a single cash prize and is 
drawn at the Grindleton Bonfire Night festivities. Subscribers with less than six 
month’s membership of the club are excluded from this draw 
 
Each monthly draw has two prizes. In those months where there is an event 
organised by the Recreation Ground committee, the monthly draw will be held 
at the event. Otherwise, the draw will be held either at the “Buck Inn” or at the 
“Duke of York” (alternating) around the last weekend of the month. 
 
The value of the prizes is dependent on the number of paid up members at 
the time of the draw.  These are generally around £30 (1st); £15 (2nd) ; and 
£200 (Annual). Announcements of each draw will be posted on the Grindleton 
Website, and may be published in the Grindleton Village Notes of the 
Clitheroe Advertiser. 
 
Subscriptions are payable quarterly (£6) or annually (£24). It is preferred 
that these be paid by Standing Order, but you can elect to pay annually by 
cash or cheque (made payable to “GRGC”). 
 
If paying by 
Standing Order please also complete the SO Mandate. You can give your 
form to any member of the Recreation Ground Committee, or telephone me
